2 Collect your travel pass from the reception 
desk at the place where you purchased your 
City Pass (Océanopolis, 70.8 or Tourist 
Office). It is valid for 1 or 2 days depending 
on the option you have chosen.

Show your City Pass at the entrance to each 
site visited.
